Manual and Updated Charter

= Updated Manual
o Expand inclusion of information
* e.g.- executed updated charter, TRCC membership requirements, etc.
o Must include written procedures for selection, processing, and monitoring of 405(c)-funded projects
o Will be approved by Technical Committee

= Updated Charter
o Appropriate Template
o Clear distinction between differing roles of Technical Committee vs. Executive Committee
o Integrate new policies, programs, laws, etc.
o Will be approved by Executive Committee
* Executive Committee will meet early Spring 2022
